New York and New Jersey Port Approves Clean Air Program

The Port Authority of New York and New Jersey received two grants
from the EPA, totaling $9.8 million, and another $1.8 million grant
from the North Jersey Transportation Planning Authority to implement
the first pieces of a Comprehensive Clean Air Strategy for the port.

A $7 million Federal grant will help launch a $28 million program to
replace pre-1994 model year trucks serving the port. The EPA grant,
and an additional $21 million incentive fund from the Port Authority,
will enable truck owners serving the port to replace their pre-1994
trucks with newer, less polluting vehicles.

In addition to the truck program grant, the Port Authority received $2.8
million from the EPA to support the installation of shore power at the
Brooklyn Cruise Terminal. This terminal would be the first on the East
Coast to provide shore power to docked vessels. At an estimated cost
of $2 million, Carnival Cruise Lines has committed to reconfiguring
two cruise vessels that frequently call at the terminal to receive shore
power.

Status of 400-Pound Weight Exemption for Idling Reduction Devices

[Ed. note: The Energy Policy Act of 2005 allowed for a national 400-

pound exemption for the additional weight of idling reduction
technology on heavy-duty vehicles. Each State can adopt this

exemption, at its own discretion, without being subject to any penalty

provision related to withholding of highway trust fund monies.]

The table below is based on one created by the Federal Highway
Administration in 2008, and we have updated it as we have become
aware of changes. As time permits, URLs will be provided so that
interested parties, such as trucking companies, can work with their
State trucking associations to make sure that enforcement officials are
aware of changes in the laws. Please feel free to provide us with
updates.
