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	TextField2: The Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Reservation (CTUIR) proposes to improve, modify and refurbish an existing tribal industrial park building to house the necessary and additional equipment and supplies to allow the expansion of an existing biodiesel production effort for increased and year round activity. This includes a concrete pad for processor/tanks support frames and appropriate building insulation, piping and utility hookups. Additional upgrades include the purchase of bigger capacity mixing and storage tanks, filtering mechanisms, and materials/accessories for partitioning the processing area, input materials area, finish product area, chemical storage room and small office/lab. It is anticipated that production capacity will be increased from 50 gallons per batch to 250-350 gallons per batch utilizing used cooking oil from tribal restaurants and markets, and possibly other local small restaurants and locally produced oils (canola). Resulting biodiesel will be utilized to fuel tribal
fleet and farm vehicles, reducing vehicular diesel fuel consumption.
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
