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The Community Partners Initiative (CPI), a NJ Board of Public Utilities (BPU) program, supports local government leadership in engaging residents and local businesses in New Jersey’s various Clean Energy Programs. Technical assistance and financial incentives are offered by CPI to municipalities for their efforts to facilitate such community participation. Perth Amboy will launch an education and outreach campaign to increase participation in CPI clean energy and energy efficiency programs by taking the following steps:

1. Perth Amboy will designate staff to serve as outreach coordinators. The Urban Enterprise Zone Office will be responsible for performing CPI related tasks. 

2. Perth Amboy will officially join the CPI.  On the CPI enrollment form, Perth Amboy will indicate that it will promote the following six programs:
• Warm & Cool Advantage Program – This program is designed to increase the energy efficiency of residential heating and cooling systems by offering residents rebates for the installation of energy efficient central air conditioners, heat pumps, natural gas home heating systems, and water heaters.  Upon referral of 100 residents to the program, Perth Amboy will receive a $200 incentive through the CPI program.
• Clean Power Choice Program – This program allows New Jersey electricity consumers to purchase renewable energy to offset up to 100% of their monthly electricity usage.  
• Energy Efficient Products Program – This program is designed to increase the usage of energy efficient appliances by offering rebates on certain ENERGY STAR products including air conditioners, clothes washers, and dehumidifiers. Upon submission of 50 rebate applications from the community, Perth Amboy will receive a $300 incentive.
• Large Appliance Early Retirement Program – This program is designed to encourage the recycling of old refrigerators and freezers by offering financial incentives.  Homeowners can avoid disposal costs and receive a $30 cash incentive bonus for each recycled appliance.  Upon referral of 20 units to the recycling program, Perth Amboy will receive a $300 incentive.
• Home Performance with ENERGY STAR Program – This program is designed to significantly reduce household energy consumption by offering household energy assessments at reduced cost.  Upon referral of 100 residents to the program, Perth Amboy will receive an $800 incentive. 
• New Jersey Energy Star Homes Program – This program is designed to encourage the construction of energy efficient households by providing financial incentives for the construction of ENERGY STAR rated homes.  Upon referral of 10 residents to the program, Perth Amboy will receive a $300 bonus.

3. Once Perth Amboy is officially enrolled in the CPI, the assigned outreach coordinator will work with CPI staff members to design an outreach and marketing campaign.  Proposed strategies include, but are not limited to, workshops, door to door campaigning, mailings, events, fliers, and energy fairs.

4. Once designed, the outreach coordinators will implement the campaign.  During campaign implementation, the outreach coordinators will track referrals to the CPI programs and collect municipal incentives (totaling $1900 leveraged) when targeted participation levels are achieved.

Note: The impacts estimated for energy savings and greenhouse gas reductions are based on actual programmatic data and activity lifetimes. Assuming we enroll the targeted number of community members in each of the six programs above in order to earn the financial incentives, the impacts reflect the annual electricity and natural gas savings that typically result from that level of participation in the state program. Job impacts are based on both federal and leveraged funding totals.
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
