The Chittenden County Regional Planning Commission is recommending one subgrant focused on Material Conservation for DOE approval.  

The Chittenden Solid Waste District is proposing an expansion to their current recycling program to include a “Special Waste Recycling” component which will focus on construction waste.  The waste will specifically be drywall scrap and plastic film recycling programs for the residents and businesses of Chittenden County.  CSWD is a union municipal district and is responsible for the management of solid waste generated within Chittenden County.  This proposal will expand the already existing pavement at the Drop-Off Center and Special Waste Facility to construct a pole barn with three bays for storage of the waste.  Construction of a storage facility and installation of a baler will complete Phase I of CSWD's plan to significantly expand its diversion of "hard to recycle" or special wastes.

The structure will be built at 1492 Redmond Road in Williston, VT, which currently houses a solid waste transfer facility (a residential and business drop-off center for trash, rcyclables, and special wastes.)  The baler will be housed in an existing concrete block building.  The facility is adjacent to a private commercial solid waste transfer facility, closed municipal landfill and CSWD's maintenance building.
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
