Proposed Action or Project Description: American Recovery and Reinvestment Act:

The City of Grand Island strategy focuses on two EECBG defined project activities: 1) Energy Efficiency and Conservation Programs for Buildings
and Facilities and 2) Energy Efficiency Retrofits. The City has a history of implementing energy efficiency improvement strategies and adopting
policies that support energy efficiency planning and programs. In 2009 the Grand Island City Council adopted “Stewardship of the Environment” as
a 2009-2010 priority and defined five environmental issues pertinent to the community:

1. Provides for the renewal of the environment through recycling and reuse

2. Manages and mitigates factors that impact environmental quality and sustainability

3. Encourages energy conservation and efficiency incentives and the provision of alternative solutions

4. Mitigates and abates threats to the environment caused by nature

5. Promotes and regulates a clean, orderly and ecologically balanced community

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In planning for the strategy, the City identified a large number of energy saving measures that have been implemented during the past 10 years. Projects have ranged from adopting and enforcing building codes that follow State energy efficiency guidelines to adopting a fuel policy that requires using only ethanol blend gasoline in City vehicles. A full list is provided as an attachment. 

Goals of the strategy are to: 1) create an energy consumption map of the city from an aerial thermal imaging survey, 2) reduce residential energy consumption and energy bills decreasing water heating costs around 4% - 9% per year and 3) conduct energy efficiency audits on city-owned buildings and facilities and identify energy saving improvements needed. The projects associated with these goals will be completed between January 1, 2010 and September 30, 2012

Project objectives include 1) conduct a thermal imaging survey of residential and business areas throughout the community, 2) distribution of water heater insulation blankets to qualifying households to improve energy efficiency and 3) inspecting city-owned buildings for energy efficiency deficiencies. 
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
