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Increased energy efficiency in existing buildings represents one of the best opportunities for immediate and cost-effective reductions in energy use and greenhouse gas emissions. Through this effort, the City of Muskogee  is leading by example in energy efficiency and reduction for the community and region by improving energy efficiency in City-owned buildings and facilities. The City’s proposed Energy Efficiency and Conservation Strategy (EECS) focuses upon the following EECBG project activities: “Technical Consultant Services" and “Energy Efficiency Retrofits” as described by the EECBG Program. The City’s EECS was developed to identify energy conservation measures (ECMs) that achieve the City’s energy efficiency and demand reduction goals.

The 3 activities that were selected to be funded now by the EECBG allocations meet the City's three goals for energy efficiency and conservation.   These are as follows:

GOAL 1: Reduce energy consumption of City owned and operated facilities
GOAL 2: Reduce the carbon footprint of the City
GOAL 3: Select projects or programs that will provide long-term benefits to the community long after the EECBG funds are spent

EECS Activity 1: “Technical Consultant Services” for an EECS:

EECBG Program funds have been used to hire a technical consultant team to work with the City in developing an Energy Efficiency Conservation Strategy (EECS) as described herein. Based on the EECBG award amount, the consultant has worked with the City to finalize the overall scope of their energy efficiency projects for this funding opportunity. 

ECCS Activity 2.  Energy Efficiency Upgrades for the City of Muskogee City Hall.  Major Actions/Timetable: a) Conduct an investment grade energy audit; b) work with contractors to install devices, including replacement of all windows; and c) Monitor.

EECS Activity 3. Solar Powered School Zone Signals.  Major Actions/Timetable: a) Conduct an investment grade energy audit; b) work with contractors to install devices; and c) Monitor.

Other projects and programs that the City has considered for implementation are a community-wide recycling program for individual households, not just drop-off, fuel-efficient vehicle replacement for City-owned vehicles, and traffic signalization optimization.


The City of Muskogee will hire a qualified consultant to prepare an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Strategy that will satisfy the requirements of the EECBG program.  This will include:

1. Identify current energy use by City vehicles and facilities.
2. Review current purchasing and construction policies and work procedures to identify possible energy consumption reduction measures and encourage material conservation and reduction.
3. Coordinate with surrounding communities to identify shared issues and goals concerning energy 
4. Identify short term and long term energy goals and strategies for achieving those goals. 
5. Establish a methodology for monitoring progress using appropriate metrics.
