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The City of Moline Public Works location has a 24 hour central fueling facility to provide fueling resources for the City's entire fleet of vehicles.  This facility provides 100% of the fueling needs for the City of Moline.  Available at this facility is 87 octane unleaded, E85 Ethanol and B20 Biodiesel.  This facility never closes.

Because of the constant flow of vehicles and equipment using the facility, lighting is a requirement from dusk until dawn.  The light not only provides security for the employees using the facility, but also allows them the light necessary to use the dispensers and equipment.  

Currently there are 12 individual light fixtures that are equipped with 400 watt bulbs in each fixture.  On an annual basis, these light are illuminated an average of 12 hours each day.  This equates to a total average kilowatt demand per day of 66 KWH.  

Annually, the energy demand from these 12 fixtures is 24,072 KWH.  

The City of Moline is currently paying $0.06415 per kilowatt hour for electricity.  

By installing LED lighting fixtures in place of the current high wattage units the energy demand for the lighting can be reduced to just 10 KWH per day or 3,784 KWH on an annual basis.  This savings results in an annual energy need reduction of 20,288 KWH.  The cost to replace all 12 fixtures with energy efficient LED lighting is $7,284.00.  

This energy savings has a corresponding reduction in carbon dioxide emissions of over 14.6 tons annually.  A carbon dioxide reduction savings of this level at a total project cost of $7,284 equates to a per ton reduction cost for carbon dioxide of $498.90 per metric ton.   
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
