+ All routine operations & testing activities associated with the Cold Test Facility (CTF},
which provides a non-radiocactive environment for training, & testing new technology {(i.e.,
tools & eguipment) that will be used to retrieve radiocactive & chemically dangerous waste
from underground storage tanks, collect waste samples, & monitor tank integrity.
