The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide federal funding to Columbia Power Technologies, Inc.
(CPT) to conduct research and development activities to advance the ocean deployment of a utility-scale version of
CPT's next generation wave energy converter (WEC) prototype. DOE funding would be used for wave tank testing,
environmental forces and load analysis, design, and other information gathering activities associated with the
deployment of the proposed prototype. No ocean deployment is permitted under this NEPA determination.

Research and development activities would occur at the O.H. Hinsdale Wave Research Laboratory at Oregon State
University (OSU) located at 101 Keamey Hall, Oregon State University, Corvallis, Oregon 97331, OSU has previously
completed an R&D questionnaire and has provided sufficient information on OSHA practices, waste disposal and
safety protocols.

Based on review of the project information and the above analysis, DOE has determined the research and
development would not have a significant individual or cumulative impact to human health and/or environment. DOE
has determined the proposed project is consistent with actions contained in DOE categorical exclusion A9 “information

gathering, analysis and dissemination” and B3.6 “small-scale research and development, laboratory operations and
pilot projects,” and is categorically excluded from further NEPA review.
