	Proposed_Action_Description: The project would replace the uninterruptable power supply (UPS) for 12-75 with an upgraded 200-kilovolt amperes (KVA) capability.  Installation of the higher capacity UPS requires changes to the footprint and electrical/mechanical reconfiguration of building sections.  This would include demolition of parts of the hardened structure and rebuilding the electrical and mechanical rooms.  The project scope includes relocation of affected underground utilities and providing temporary power to keep the remainder of facility operational, demolishing and rebuilding the electrical and mechanical equipment rooms of the hardened facility and installing new electrical and mechanical equipment in  the modified building structure.  This project also replaces two existing and adds one new computer room air conditioners (CRACs) and a new heating/ventilation/air conditioning (HVAC) unit in the data center as well as transformers external to the facility.  The hardened emergency generator building would also be modified to accommodate a new larger generator and a new larger diesel fuel storage tank.
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
