	Proposed_Action_Description: East River Electric Cooperative (East River) has requested the Western Area Power Administration (Western) reconstruct East River's V.T. Hanlon 230-kV Substation including a new 230-kV bus, a new 230/115-kV transformer, two 230/69-kV transformers, and associated equipment.  The existing V.T. Hanlon Substation sectionalizes Western's 230-kV Wessington Springs to Sioux Falls 230-kV transmission line. East River cited identified reliability and operating concerns including deteriorating concrete foundations and outdated equipment as reasons for the rebuild.  Construction of a new substation adjacent to the existing substation is the most economical option for the Integrated System.  Western will own the land, control building, 230-kV portion of the new V.T. Hanlon Substation, revenue meters, and remote terminal unit, while East River will own the 115-kV and 69-kV portions of the substation and the two 230-69-kV transformers and one 230/115-kV transformer.  Construction of the new substation will involve acquisition and clearing of approximately ten acres of land adjacent to the existing substation and placement of a gravel cap, concrete foundations, and bulk electrical transmission equipment within the footprint of the new V.T. Hanlon Substation.
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
