WASHINGTON -- Iraq's oil minister met with executives from the nation's major oil
companies Wednesday, hoping to lay the groundwork for future oil deals for his energy-
rich but violence-ridden country.

Iraqi Oil Minister Hussain al-Shahristani conferred with representatives from nine oil
companies at the U.S. Energy Department's headquarters to discuss how best to attract
foreign investment soon to the war-ravaged country.

Iraq’s vast oil resources "are waiting to be developed," Shahristani told reporters after the
meeting. ‘

Officials from Exxon Mobil Corp., Chevron Corp., ConocoPhillips, Shell Oil Co.,
Marathon Oil Co., BP America, Anadarko Petroleum Corp., Occidental Petroleum Corp.
and Hess Corp., along with Energy Secretary Samuel Bodman, attended the meeting, the
Energy Department said. .. RN :

Iraq is not yet ready to begm negotlatmg actual deals or to |dent1fy specific fields that might
be opened to foreign investment.

"We have to do some homework,“ Simluislani said.

Instead, Shahristani said he solicited advice about what Iraqis might want to include in a
new hydrocarbon law, which the govemment in Baghdad hopes to enact before the end of
the year. .

Several of the oil companies suggested Iraq's national oil company enter into joint venture
agreements with foreign partners, a business structure producers argue might encourage
foreign companies to try doing business in Iraq despite the obvious risks.

Asked about the session, Sarah Howell, a spokeswoman for BP in Washington, said her
company was happy to meet with the oil minister.

"We're constantly looking at where we can do business in many different parts of the world,
as long as it makes sense for us to do business there," Howell said.

Exxon Mobil spokesman Len D'Eramo. in an e-mail, said company officials attended the
meeting “at the invitation of the Department of Energy to hear what Iraqi Oil Minister
Shahristani had to say about the status and outlook of the energy sector in Iraq.”

Iraq is keen on attracting foreign investment because the country's economic lifeline -- oil
production - continues to lag behind pre-war levels.





Irag was producing about 1.9 million barrels of oil a day in May, compared with about 2.6
million before the war, the U.S. Energy Information Administration said.

That's because the country's energy infrastructure has been the target of attacks — about 315
between April 2003 and June 2006, the Energy Information Administration said.

Iraq's largest oil pipeline, from the northern area of Kirkuk to the Turkish port of Ceyhan,
has been hit repeatedly and has operated only sporadically over the last three years.

In May, a fire destroyed much of the port facility at Khor al-Amaya, hampering Iraq's
efforts to baost exports. ’

But Shahristani is optimistic Iraq will be able to boost oil output to 3 million barrels a day
by the end of the year and to 4 million to 4.5 million within the next three to four years.

Eventually, Iraq -- which boasts the world's third-largest oil reserves -- hopes to become the
globe's largest oil producer.

Shahristani said Iragi's current government hopes to avoid the mistakes made by former
leader Saddam Hussein and invest in a number of fields around the country rather than just
a select few, : -
