The Facility Representative determines whether the status of that component or system has been accurately and consistently reflected in facility logs and status boards.  The Facility Representative determines whether operations personnel are aware of the status of the selected component or system.


Activity 2 -
The Facility Representative reviews the status of out-of-service alarms in the control area.
