 Second, is the notion of “early integration of mitigation considerations in project
planning and design.”

* Third is to ensure “the durability of mitigation measures over time.”

* Fourth, the Department is directed to ensure “transparency and consistency in
mitigation decisions.”

* The fifth element focuses the Department’s attention on mitigation efforts that
would improve the resilience of the country’s resources in the face of climate
change.
