Current Business
Success Stories
Alex talked about the Success Stories map and pivot table, which are being tested right now and have been generated from the Success Stories feed. This is based on the location field in the CMS and, once approved by PA, would involve adding a state to the location for each of your Success Stories. Is it filterable by district? No, as that’s not a field in the CMS. Can you search by office? Yes. There are also some keywords associated with the content.

Social Media
Tom discussed the various social media channels EERE employs: Facebook, Twitter, LinkedIn, YouTube, and of course email. Tips on using Facebook include the shift from the focus of a content creator to that of a content consumer, as well as leveraging video as much as possible. Are there any LinkedIn resources to advertise EERE job postings? Yes, we do list EERE jobs on LinkedIn. See the slides for the URLs of these social media outlets as well as the contact person for each, to send your own content.

News and Blog Update
Adrienne touched on the updates in the works for the news and blog areas of the site. These include streamlined left nav, more visual treatment for news elements, and removing duplicated and outdated content. How do you get to the progress alerts and news archives? Progress alerts and news releases dating back to 2009 are listed on the News Releases page. The EERE news archive exists in the old template, though there are changes in the works for it.

PDF Requirements
Elizabeth noted that the PDF page on the Communication Standards site has been updated. The standards haven’t really changed, but now you’ll find a step-by-step process on the page.

Wikipedia Update
Carolyn gave a status on the efforts to update the EERE page on Wikipedia.org, which has content that is several years old. She has not heard back from everyone yet, so check the GoogleDoc for content that pertains to your area and make your updates. Once we finalize the content, it will be sent to Karla for approval.
