Current Business

Around the Room
· Reanna Trudell will be out of the office August 1-24; Brian Schubiner will be filling in for Bioenergy web work.
· From the DOE Web Council last week: DOE is considering the Siteimprove tool, which checks for accessibility, broken links, and grammatical errors. Either this tool or an alternative will be chosen to implement for everyone.


Energy.gov Redesign
Marissa gave an update on the redesign: We are just wrapping up the first of four sprints, which focused on the DOE home page and global elements such as the header and footer. Marissa met with EERE folks two weeks ago to go over wireframes. The feedback has been positive, and items are moving into coding. Sprint 2 kicks off now, dealing with the office home page templates. EERE will definitely be involved in this. Sprint 2 will also involve the article template, which will include a new paragraph module. Keep an eye on the FAQs page on Powerpedia. Sprints are scheduled to go live in October.

Success Stories
The Success Stories map just launched, Alex said, using existing EERE Success Stories content, and it will feed automatically when you add new Success Stories in the CMS. Can there be an export of this data? It’s not created with a CSV; it’s in JSON. But there is an RSS feed for it. Can the data be sorted by office? It’s possible, since offices are assigned for them. 

EERE Technology Icons
Adrienne showed the icons that have just been developed for our offices / technology areas. You will be able to download these icons from Communication Standards by mid-August, and you will find guidelines for their use there, as well.

Communication Standards Update
Elizabeth explained that the domains and URLs page of the site has been completely revised. The page gives guidance for the different types of domain requests for sites both in and out of Energy.gov. Note that aliases using “www” are going to be examined by DOE PA as we get closer to the https switchover at the end of the year, so see if you have any for your office. These are mainly older URLs.

News and Events Database Retirement
We are retiring the old database that housed content for news, events, and financial opportunities, Carolyn and Elizabeth explained. Please remove any links you have to this old content by August 31. Since we moved two years of news and events when we migrated into Energy.gov in 2014, this is mainly content from 2012 and earlier. See the slides for what kinds of links to look for. Each office will receive a spreadsheet archive of its database content.
