Presidential Memorandum Released on the Impacts of Drought 

On March 21, 2016, President Obama issued Presidential Memorandum: Building 
National Capabilities for Long-Term Drought Resilience and Long-Term Drought 
Resilience: Federal Action Plan of the National Drought Resilience Partnership.  
These two documents highlight the negative impacts drought can have on 
communities. The Federal Action Plan outlines the six resilience goals, while the 
memorandum explains the purpose and policies behind the goals. The 
memorandum will be implemented immediately by the heads of Executive 
departments and agencies. 
 

U.S. and Israeli Energy Ministers Sign New Energy Agreement 

On April 4th, 2016, the Minister of 
National Infrastructure, Energy and 
Water Resources, Dr. Yuval Steinitz, 
and the U.S. Secretary of Energy, 
Dr. Ernest Moniz, signed the 
second amendment to the existing 
agreement between the U.S. 
Department of Energy (DOE) and 
the Israeli Ministry of National 
Infrastructure. This agreement  
signifies solidarity between the two nations in their efforts to conduct research 
and minimize the costs of clean energy technologies and encourages 
collaboration between top energy scientists from the two nations.
