• Small Business Energy Efficiency Program – provides 
grants for small business up to $7,000 per business. 
Ends September 30, 2010.  

• Free energy assessment identifies the number and types 
of electric efficient measures that need to be installed.

• From June to September, the agency is mandated to 
assist 60 businesses.
